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The School located opposite to the
present site of Kowloon Park was built in
1900 with donations from Sir Robert Ho
Tung and the foundation stone was laid by the
then Governor Sir Henry Blake in the same
year. The School was originally opened as a
primary school for some 60 pupils but later
was converted as a secondary school for some
300 students. The building, a typical Victorian
structure, was modified to adapt to hot weather
of Hong Kong by adding wide verandas. The
School was moved to Ho Man Tin in 1936, and
was renamed “King George V School” later.
The original school building was once used by
the Tsim Sha Tsui Kaifong Welfare Association
and was later used by the Antiquities and
Monuments Office after its declaration as

monument and renovation.
